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1 Introduction 
 
In addition to its rural and agricultural roots, its lifestyle, tourism, recreation, and heritage, 
Haldimand County provides an excellent foundation for an economy that depends increasingly on 
industry. This foundation includes: 
 

 Strong, skilled workforce, with lower incomes than the provincial average; 
 One of Ontarioôs largest greenfield tracts designated for industrial development; 
 Proximity to the 130 million people in the North American industrial heartland; 
 And a well-developed industrial base and infrastructure.

Haldimand County is located on the north shore of Lake Erie, and is well positioned in the 
economic heartland of Southern Ontario.  Haldimand County is situated between Norfolk County, 
Six Nations of the Grand River Territory, County of Brant, City of Hamilton and Niagara Region.  
Haldimand County enjoys a central location with first-class access to huge North American 
markets. 
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1.2 Our Communities 

 
Caledonia 
Caledonia is one of the fastest growing communities in Southern Ontario. With 9,600 people it has 
the amenities of a larger urban centre and a small town atmosphere. Just 15 minutes south of 
Hamilton, Caledonia is often referred to as Hamiltonôs bedroom community. 
 
Cayuga 
Cayuga is a lovely community of 1,650 residents, known for its simplicity and natural beauty. 
Tourists enjoy strolling through its parks, including Ruthven Park, a 1,600-acre National Historical 
Site, as well as boating and water sports along the shores of the Grand River. 
 
Dunnville 
Dunnville is a picturesque community of about 5,600 people on the banks of the Grand River on 
Highway 3. Dunnville is developing an industrial base. Meanwhile, tourists are drawn to its many 
annual festivals and events. Many also visit Rock Point Provincial Park, a campground near 
Dunnville along Lake Erie. 
 
Hagersville 
A relaxed, small community on Highway 6, Hagersville has a population of 2,550. Hagersvilleôs 
heritage is preserved in its many older, well-kept homes and commercial buildings. It is in the midst 
of prime agriculture land that grows abundant crops of fruits, vegetables and flowers. 
 
Jarvis 
Strategically located at the crossroads of Highways 3 and 6, Jarvis is a quiet community of 1,450 
people that features intriguing country architecture.

Between 1996 and 2001, the census population of Haldimand County rose about 4.0%, from just 
over 42,000 to about 43,750. Between 2001 and 2006, the census population of Haldimand County 
rose about 3.4%, from 3,750 to 45,2121.  The 2006 estimated population is 46,796.2  Within a one 
hour drive of Haldimand, there is a population of approximately 1,164,360.

 Statistics Canada released preliminary population counts based upon the 2006 Census on March 13, 2007. 

Final counts are scheduled for release in May 1, 2008.  As with all surveys, there is not a 100% return rate on 
census surveys.  Generally, 95-97% of census forms are returned, and this varies from area to area.  Population 
counts provided by StatsCan for municipalities are based only on the actual census forms returned, and therefore 
are always somewhat less than the actual population.

 It should be noted that the population estimate has been prepared by McSweeney & Associates from Manifold 

Data Miningôs estimates which are prepared at the 6 digit postal code level.  This estimate adjusts for the under 
coverage of the StatsCan census. Postal codes seldom exactly match municipal boundaries. Although 
adjustments have been made for postal codes that overlap municipal boundaries, it does introduce opportunities 
for inaccuracies, especially if the population is not distributed evenly throughout the postal code.  It is also noted 
that some 6 digit postal codes are quite large in rural areas, and that many are "general delivery".  Therefore, 
population based estimates are generally more accurate in urban areas than in rural areas.

U.S. Steel Canada Lake Erie Works 
Situated on over 2,000 acres in the Lake Erie Industrial Park, U.S. Steel Canada Lake Erie Works 
manufactures and sells steel.

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Land Ambulance/Emergency Services 
The Land Ambulance Division (EMS) provides out-of-hospital emergency care and transport for 
Haldimand County residents and visitors. 
 
EMS stations are in Dunnville, Hagersville, Caledonia and the Cayuga/Kohler area. In 2005, EMS 
responded to 6,839 emergency, non-emergency and standby ambulances calls. The average 
response time was about nine minutes. 
 
The ambulance vehicles are staffed with Primary Care Paramedics (PCP) with the enhanced skill 
of IV Therapy. Service staff number 59: 28 full-time and 27 part-time paramedics, plus two 
paramedic supervisors, a manager and an administrative assistant. Ambulances are dispatched 
through the Central Ambulance Communications Centre (CACC), located in Hamilton. 

 
Haldimand EMS is involved in many community 
organizations and events and introduced ñBike 
Medicsò in the summer of 2004 with an expansion 
in 2005. They also host high school co-op 
students and provide co-op clinical placement for 
paramedic college students. Haldimand EMS team 
members are on the Advisory Committee for the 
Paramedic Program at Conestoga and Niagara
